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Even before the Severance and it's wars, the collection of
worlds that would later become the Scaryn Federated Alliance
experienced wealth and prosperity not often seen among the
colonies established by the LSN. Many of these planets
possessed a climate amicable to human life, with settlements
being established quickly before undergoing exponential
stability and growth. People in their millions flocked to this area
of space, not only from the older systems, but from newer
colonies far and wide. Many planets reached by mankind’s
diaspora often possessed valuable mineral wealth, but the pre-
SFA worlds had the additional edge in that the were relatively
close together, encouraging local interplanetary trade. These
worlds flourished and thrived, quickly becoming ideal examples
to others in mankind’s dominion.

The planet of Seinar hosted the largest population of these
worlds, and served as the primary trading and transit hub.
Before long, a burgeoning middle and upper class administered
various financial and business centres, organising the different
types of minerals coming and going throughout the sector.
Seinar itself became a jewel in Earth’s crown, and seeing the
sparks of sedition occurring in other colonies across the
Damnya Sector, ensured the planet was well garrisoned with
military personnel and support staff. Earth’s suspicions proved
correct as, like many of the outer planets, the people of Seinar
were starting to realise they could quite easily support
themselves. This sense of self-sufficiency potentially meant
there was little need to divert resources and taxes to, what was
considered by many, a relic of a bygone age and increasing
symbol of a repressive, some would say tyrannical, authority.

Certain ambitious individuals within the higher echelons of
Seinar’s political houses saw opportunity in the prevailing
public mood. A gradual media narrative was fostered with the
aim of casting Earth’s League of Solar Nations and its policies
in a negative light. Initially focussing on minor issues, the
campaign quickly gained traction until a well defined ‘us versus
them’” wove its way into the public discourse. Carefully selected
news reports created a sense of victimhood amongst the local
populace, and it was not long before protests appeared at the
LSN embassy buildings across Seinar and beyond, because, as
the old adage goes, ‘bad news travels quickly’. Little was
covered regarding the value of the LSN’s presence, such as the
protection provided by their fleets as they sailed through the
system, or the purposely low tariffs afforded to Seinar and its
people. All that mattered was to make the LSN look as bad as
possible in the eyes of Seinar’s citizens.

It was the bloody uprising on Vaneth that would echo across
mankind's worlds, and Seinar was no different. With the clear
anti-LSN mood permeating all rungs of the proto-SFA societies,
it took little to ignite the flames of rebellion. Initially, peaceful
